Promoting Prototype Model Railroad

Operations in Central Indiana

We all know that DCC has had a great impact on the
hobby of model railroading. Now it is easy to build a
small or large layout and have multiple train control by
simply connecting two wires to your track. You can MU
your trains into consists by punching a few buttons on your
cab controller, and the limit to the number of trains that
you want to run simultaneously is only limited by the
amount of track you have and the amount you are willing
to spend. No more do you have to invest in and maintain
complicated block-cab wiring systems with the many
switches, toggles, and other electrical parts.

One exciting benefit of moving to DCC is that how you
can begin to run your layout like the prototype, scheduling
named streamliners, through freights, and local switchers
to operate at the same time. We call this prototype-based
operations modeling, and it can be a lot of fun. Now, you
can attend Ops-Till-You-Drop weekends that have as
much as 24 hours of running trains in a 48-hour period.
The only expectation for participating in these events is
that you will operate your train responsibly and respect the
wishes of the layout owner.

A typical Ops-weekend involves arriving at your first
layout on a Friday night, operating on one or two separate

The Hoosier Lines Model Railroad Club

I thought I would share a little history with you about a club
that was formed in Bloomington, Indiana in 1977. | saw an
ad in the local newspaper about an organizational meeting
for people interested in model railroading. | was and
decided to attend. There was a group of about eight to ten
people in attendance and the discussion centered on the
usual questions like, how we got into model modeling, what
scale we were doing, what our particular interests were in
the hobby and what we thought we might do as a group.
One thing was common we us all and that was at that time
due to lack of space, time or money, none of us had a
layout.

We started out meeting once a month at the library where
we shared information with each other. This was done on a
couple of levels that included videos, clinics and just that
simple elementary school share and tell session. The best
thing about meeting together was the camaraderie.
Members of the group drifted in and out of the club but
there was a core of individuals who attended faithfully and
in fact still model together weekly after some twenty-eight
years.

We took on a couple of projects to try and satisfy the need
to actually do some modeling. The first was to begin to
work on two by four foot HO modules. It started with
working out construction and electrical standards that we
would conform to. We then built four corner modules and
set them up on a table one month at the library. We were
running trains! This then let us go on to building our own
separate modules over the next couple of years and the
overall size of our set up grew to about sixteen feet square.
We took the modules to a couple of CID meets in
Bloomington, set them up in the mall on Bloomington’s
square, took them twice to Spencer, Indiana for festivals and
set up in a local coffee shop for a while. It was great to be
able to run trains, show off our abilities and promote the
hobby. Also during the groups early period, we were
approached to construct a two by three foot N scale layout
for a local hobby shop. It was on display in the store
window for quite a while before | believe it was given away
as a contest prize.

These days we have our own layouts that keep us busy.
With the exception of a couple of Wednesday nights a year,
you can find us working at one of the group member’s
homes on their layout. Operating sessions are starting to
take place on a couple of the layouts and a third is nearing
that point.

I truly value the friendship of the group. As a part of the
group | have learned a great deal more about modeling then
I would have otherwise. Thanks guys.
